The Incident Command System (ICS)
Developed to place multiple agencies and units under a unified command so that each person is only responsible to one person and to have a reasonable span of control, 3 to 7 resources with 5 being optimal, common communications systems (includes using common language rather that codes over the radio), and common equipment. 

Command Staff


Incident Commander (IC): Is only position that is ALWAYS required

Establishes command and Incident Command Post



Protecting life and property



Controlling personnel and equipment resources



Maintains accountability for safety and task accomplishment



Establish and maintain liaison with outside agencies



Develops and implements initial Incident Action Plan



May establish Assistants in order to carry out operations 


Information Officer (IO): handles all media inquiries and coordinates press releases.


Safety Officer (SO): monitors safety conditions and develops measures for ensuring safety.


Liaison Officer (LO): On Scene contact for other agencies assigned to the incident.


Mission Chaplain (MC): Not part of the ICS, but used for CAP.

General Staff


Planning Section (PSC): Collection, evaluation, dissemination and use of information about the incident development and status or resources.


Operations Section (OSC): Carries out the response activities described in the Incident Action Plan.


Logistics Section (LSC): Providing facilities, services, and materials for emergency services personnel


Finance/Administration Section (FASC): Tracks costs and reimbursement accounting

ICS Terminology:
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Definitions:

Division. The organizational level having responsibility for operations within a defined geographic area. The Division level is the organizational level between Single Resources, Task Forces or Strike Teams, and the Branch level.

Branch. An organizational level having functional or geographic responsibility for major parts of incident operations. The Incident Commander may establish geographic Branches to resolve span-of-control issues—or may establish functional Branches to manage specific functions (e.g., law enforcement, fire, emergency medical, etc.). A Branch is managed by a Branch Director.

Group. The organizational level having responsibility for a specified functional assignment at an incident (e.g., perimeter control, evacuation, fire suppression, etc.). A Group is managed by Group Supervisor.

Strike Team. A group of resources of the same size and type (e.g., three drug K-9 teams, five patrol units, etc.). A Strike Team is managed by a Strike Team Leader

Task Force. A combination of single resources assembled for a particular operational need, with common communications and a leader.

Single Resource. A piece of equipment and the personnel required.

Resource Operational Conditions

Assigned resources are performing active functions.

Available resources are ready for immediate assignment.

Out-of-service resources are not ready for assigned or not available status because of mechanical problems, the need for rest, cost, etc. Usually, out-of-service resources will be located at a Base (if a Base has been established).

Operational Period. No longer than 24 hours for any resource, at this point a resource must be replaced.

Incident Facilities
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Base. The location at which primary logistics functions for an incident are coordinated and administered. There is only one Base per incident. (Incident name or other designator will be added to the term Base.) The Incident Command Post may be co-located with the Base.
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Camp. A camp is a geographic site, within the general incident area, separate from the Incident Base, equipped and staffed to provide food, water, and sleeping and sanitary facilities to incident personnel. In wildland fire application of ICS, Base activities may be performed at a Camp.

Casualty Collection Point. Although not an official incident facility, CCPs will be necessary for incidents involving multiple casualties. CCPs are areas designated to receive, conduct triage, and provide treatment and transportation to civilians who have been injured at the incident. 
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Helibase. Location in and around an incident area at which helicopters may be parked, maintained, fueled, and equipped for incident operations. Very complex incidents may require more than one helibase.
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Helispot. Temporary location where helicopters can land and load and offload personnel, equipment, and supplies. Complex incidents may have several helispots.
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Incident Command Post. The location at which the primary command functions take place. The Incident Commander is located at the ICP.
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Staging Area. Staging Areas are locations set up at an incident where resources can be placed while awaiting a tactical assignment. Staging Area Managers report to the Operations Section Chief.
